Police Motorcycle Operators Course

Houma, Louisiana – 

The Police Motorcycle Operator Course is designed to be an intensive two-week 80-hour course for the new or current motorcycle officer seeking to hone his or her skills whereas the riding exercises serve as the foundation for this course while stressing slow riding skills, high speed braking and emergency/evasive maneuvers. 

The strenuous training exercises in this course build upon previous exercises taught in the class to create a solid foundation of skills to become more comfortable working from a police motorcycle.  These skills will be tested in the second week of instruction in addition to other riding exercises that will be included to prepare the motor officer for the situations he or she will face in daily patrol.  Also inclusive of the class will be escorting procedures as well as tactical situations from a police motorcycle.  After successful completion of this course, the officer will be certified through the Houma Police Department as a Motor Officer/Operator.  

* Required Equipment

1. Valid Driver’s License W/ Motorcycle Endorsement

2. DOT or SNELL approved Helmet
3. Sturdy over the ankle footwear

4. Full Fingered Gloves

5. Jacket for cold weather and for extra protection for high speed exercises if needed

6. Rain Gear (We ride rain or shine – unless lightning threatens safety)
7. This is a professional course so Professional casual attire is required, uniforms are not necessary. 
8. Officers/Agencies are required to bring their own motorcycles. The Houma Police Department has two training motorcycles however these will be used only on an As Needed First Come Basis.
The Motorcycles used in the course typically do not sustain any damage and to insure this, protective measures will be taken to insure that costly damage does not occur. 

(Anyone showing up without the above stated items will not be allowed to participate.)
Course completion requirements:

· Attendance is a must for each day unless for Family emergencies or court subpoenas.

· A passing score of 75% on the skills test

· A passing score of 75% on the written test
